1. CALL TO ORDER AT 11:00 AM
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

3. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS:  Present:  Larry Addante-Chairperson, Joy Bancroft-Clerk, Clarence Christiansen.  Staff: Chief Villamor, Administrative Secretary J Rose.  Absent:  None.
4. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  No questions or comments from the public at this time.
5. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE: Training from District legal counsel re:  Open Meeting Law and Board Roles and Responsibilities.  Possible vote to go into executive session for legal advice relating to the same, pursuant to ARS 38-431.03(A)(3).  Clerk Bancroft motions to go into executive session for training from District legal counsel re: open meeting law and board roles and responsibilities.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
Board reconvenes to regular session at 1:15 pm.   
At this time Chairperson Addante announces that item 14 will be moved to item 6.
6. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Possible vote to go into executive session per ARS 38-431.03(A)(1) and ARS 38-431.03(A)(3) for matters regarding allegations involving District personnel/performance of Chief.  Chairperson Addante entertains the motion to go into executive session pursuant to ARS 38-431.03(A)(1) and ARS 38-431.03(A)(3) as set forth on item 14 on the agenda.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  
Board reconvenes to regular session at 1:50 pm and recesses. 
The meeting was reconvened at 2:00 pm.
7. PRESENTATION:  Saunders Company LTD Audit Fiscal Year 2019 – 2020.  Mr. Saunders provides presentation via Zoom of the Audit for Fiscal Year 2019 – 2020 per statute.  It is the opinion of the Auditors that the financials presented during the audit are correct and accurate according to Sate and Government auditing standards.  All questions from the Board pertaining to the audit were answered by Mr. Saunders.  Audit has been posted on the website.
8. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of minutes regular session and executive session December 29, 2020.  No discussion.  Chairperson Addante asks to first make a motion for the regular session minutes.  Clerk Bancroft motions to approve regular session minutes from December 29, 2020.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  Chairperson Addante asks for a motion to approve the executive session minutes.  Clerk Bancroft motions to approve executive session minutes from December 29, 2020.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  
9. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of December 2020 financial reports received from Mohave County and GSFD reconciled financials (Pages 1-39) generated from county reports.  No discussion.  Clerk Bancroft motions to approve the December 2020 financial reports.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  

10. REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE:  Fire chief report(s):  EMS/Fire calls December 2020.  Brief summary of general information/current events.  EMS calls/transports (18), interfacility transports (0), fire related/mutual aid (16), MVA (0).  Covid19 cases are on the rise.  EMS grant is in process, orders have been coming in small increments.  Possible amendment to budget for EMS grant.  Audit was good as always.  M1212 which is second out needs an evaporator and part is ordered.  Medic 1211 which is first out is back in Las Vegas for an oil leak and should be under warranty and back next week.  Tender 1228 had air leak and the part is ordered.  Building has termites and Baron came out treated whole building and there is a five-year warranty.  Speaking with Rhonda who is on the Board for Valley View Medical Center and works for Classic Air and hopes to give a presentation in March to provide educational information to customers about Covid19, stroke center and cath lab.  Working on radio grant for new base radios.  Would like to maker sure everyone is clear on resolution 2020-18 that it was indeed a typo.  Chairperson Addante wants to place on next months agenda to cancel resolution.  Chief Villamor provides an informational packet on all apparatus and provides historical data on equipment.  Chief Villamor explains interfacility transports and the revenue benefits.  BBQ is being modified this year.  Keeping building and employees protected by limiting public access.     
11. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Ambulance.  Board discussion.  Chief Villamor states that we are fixing the ambulances and a new one is not needed at this time but is in the future.  Would like to build funds by doing interfacility transports.  A new ambulance is approximately $200,000 and has bids in email.  Clerk Bancroft asks Chief Villamor what changed?  Chief Villamor responds that we have spent a lot of money on repairs and we would like to keep it for a while.  Chief Villamor also talks about equipment on ambulance.  Under this item a conversation about reserves and volunteers occurred between Chairperson Addante and Chief Villamor.  No action.    
12. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Vehicle maintenance.  Board discussion.  Member Christiansen inquiries about E1211.  Chief Villamor responds that it shifts while pumping water which is very dangerous.  Also, the pump locks up and we have had it worked on multiple times.  The problem is it needs a new motor train which is more than the truck.  The truck has been sent out three times for service and cannot be fixed.  Trucks are not refurbished more than twice.  We do a lot of our own maintenance.  Chief Villamor states that we are still working on figures for a new truck.  No action.      
13. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Accept resignations from Robert Millward and Julie Booth.  Board discussion.  Clerk Bancroft reads her written statement.  Clerk Bancroft motions to accept the resignations of Mr. Millward and Ms. Booth.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  Chief Villamor explains that the board has 90 days to replace the open positions and provides two letters of interest and one verbal interest.  
14. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of EMS Covid19 purchase with grant funds from Coyote Crisis Collaborative.  Board discussion.  Chief Villamor states that the next shipment will be over $5,000 and would like approval to pay invoices pertaining to this grant.  Clerk Bancroft motions to accept and approve invoices pertaining to grant.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  
15. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  Ms. Boyer of 5644 Yavapai asks about the auxiliary.  Chief Villamor provides history of past auxiliary.  The current auxiliary is a 501c3 and all functions are handled through the nonprofit.  Current volunteer work is with BBQ, trash pickup or outside functions.  Chief will revisit the restructure.     
16. FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS:    Cancel resolution 2020-18.  Tablets and email for board members.  Vacant board member positions.
17. ADJOURNMENT:  No further business.  Motion for adjournment of regular session meeting at 3:13 PM made by Clerk Bancroft.  Member Christiansen seconds motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
