1. CALL TO ORDER AT 2:00 PM
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

3. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS:  Present:  Larry Addante-Chairperson, Joy Bancroft-Clerk, Clarence Christiansen.  Staff: Chief Villamor, Administrative Secretary J Rose.  Absent:  None.
4. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  No questions or comments from the public at this time.
5. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of minutes regular session and executive session February 18, 2021.  No discussion.  Chairperson Addante asks for a motion for the minutes.  Clerk Bancroft motions to approve regular and executive session minutes from February 18, 2021.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
6. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of February 2021 financial reports received from Mohave County and GSFD reconciled financials (Pages 1-35) generated from county reports.  No discussion.  Clerk Bancroft motions to approve the February 2021 financial reports.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  

7. REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE:  Fire chief report(s):  EMS/Fire calls February 2021.  Brief summary of general information/current events.  EMS calls/transports (18), interfacility transports (0), fire related/mutual aid (8), MVA (1).  Covid19 numbers are down but expected to peak with different strain and ask for all to do their part.  Annual BBQ had terrific support from community and surrounding area serving 570 meals, 50/50 raffle, gun raffle, main raffle, and t-shirt sales.  All volunteers, community and family that supported this event are greatly appreciated.  Mohave County has sent plans for our review regarding new RV Park located in between Golden Shores and Catfish Paradise.  Will be contacting the solar plant to see where they are at on their project as well as the annexation.  Hiring D Perkins from reserve to full-time status.  New reserve hire N Schatzle.  Reworking volunteer program.
8. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Board member vacancies.  Board discussion.  Chairperson Addante asks members if they looked at the letters of interest.  Clerk Bancroft and member Christiansen reply that they did.  Chairperson Addante states that he has chosen who he wants out of the four and that he had made phone calls to the two candidates explaining that were not chosen.  Clerk Bancroft asks if Chairperson Addante has a recommendation.  Chairperson Addante states that his recommendation is Butch Delk and Joe Buckles and asks for board approval.  Clerk Bancroft makes a motion that the board accepts Butch Delk and Joe Buckles to fill the board vacancies.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.   
9. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Possible purchase of used fire truck.  Board discussion.  Chief Villamor states that the truck we are interested in is still available.  Chief Villamor also says that we spoke with Fire Trucks Unlimited, and they comment that E1211 is too old to rehab, and they recommend putting the truck on consignment.  Fire Trucks Unlimited feels that it would most likely generate $5,000 - $15,000.  Chief Villamor explains that when the replacement truck has been utilized enough, then the red truck would be next to sell.  Member Christiansen asks if placing the truck on consignment would be the plan.  Chief Villamor explains that it would be best to take it to Henderson to be placed on consignment and that there would be a 10% fee.  A person in the audience asks what the vehicle is worth.  Chief Villamor states that it is worth $5,000 to $15,000 on consignment.  Clerk Bancroft makes a recommendation to table until two other board members are officially on the board.  Chairperson Addante and member Christiansen agree.  Item is tabled.  
10. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Possible review and approval of updated draft form of revised Board Bylaws.  Board discussion.  Chairperson Addante asks for a motion to accept the revised bylaws.  Clerk Bancroft asks for permission to discuss.  Chairperson Addante opens for discussion.  Clerk Bancroft asks why this is a draft and where the other one is and if there were bylaws before this.  Chief Villamor explains that the current bylaws were given to the attorney during the training held in January and that the attorney suggested having them reworked as he did not draft the current bylaws.  Chairperson Addante asks if Clerk Bancroft wants to table the item.  Clerk Bancroft says that she is fine with the bylaws but has comments such as she does not like the use of words “time to time” and says she supposes that would be a question for the attorney.  Chief Villamor responds that it can be addressed but that there must be a reason for the verbiage and further explains that things such as the fire code changes from time to time.  Chairperson Addante states that he will have the attorney look into that.  Clerk Bancroft also comments that there are things documented that the Board is not following.  Chief Villamor states that these are the bylaws to adopt and when they are adopted then they will have to be followed.  Clerk Bancroft says otherwise she is okay with them and with permission she would be happy to ask the attorney about it.  Chairperson Addante tables until next month.    
11. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  Ms. Renee Villamor of 5366 Maricopa Drive first states that her remarks do not have anything to do with not being chosen for the board vacancy but disagrees with calling the candidates prior to the meeting and prior to a vote to tell potential candidates that they were not going to be on the board.  Ms. Villamor says that the Chairperson does not have the right to do that without the matter being voted on by the other members.  In the conversation with Chairperson Addante Ms. Villamor explains that she did file a complaint with the Attorney General’s Office.  Ms. Villamor also states that the message left was recorded and that the conversation with Chairperson Addante was recorded and with prior board experience she feels that it does not look good without the matter being voted on.  Nor did the board do the interviews that they were verbally intending to do according to the February 2021 meeting.  Ms. Villamor says that in the previous phone conversation with Chairperson Addante that he verbally told Ms. Villamor that he made his decision based on her last name.  Ms. Villamor states that she has only had that name for one year and that none of the board members personally know her.  Ms. Villamor feels that as a board representing the fire district due diligence should be exercised on all matters and by not doing what was supposedly intended it does not look good.   
12. FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS:  Possible purchase of used fire truck.  Bylaws.  Oath of office new board members.
13. ADJOURNMENT:  No further business.  Motion for adjournment of regular session meeting at 2:25 PM made by Clerk Bancroft.  Member Christiansen seconds motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
