1. CALL TO ORDER AT 2:00 PM
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

3. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS:  Present:  Larry Addante-Chairperson, Joy Bancroft-Clerk, Clarence Christiansen, Butch Delk, Joe Buckles.  Staff: Chief Villamor, Administrative Secretary J Rose.  Absent:  None.
Chairperson Addante advises Pursuant to ARS 38-431.02, notice is hereby given to the members of the Golden Shores Fire District and to the public that the members of the Golden shores Fire District will attending the Arizona Fire District Association training on Friday, April 23, 2021.  No business matters of the Fire District will be discussed.
4. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  Karen Boyer of 5466 E Yavapai Drive states that a member of the community asked her to ask the board if a lock box can be placed on residences of people that need assistance so that the fire personnel can get in without breaking down the door.  Staff advises that it is an operations issue and to contact Western Arizona Council of Governments; the information is on our website under Other Info.
5. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of minutes regular session.  No discussion.  Chairperson Addante asks for a motion for the minutes.  Member Christiansen motions to approve regular session minutes from March 24, 2021.  Clerk Bancroft seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
6. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of March 2021 financial reports received from Mohave County and GSFD reconciled financials (Pages 1-40) generated from county reports.  Brief discussion.  Chairperson Addante questions that there are a lot of overages of line items this month.  Staff responds that the bottom line is not over budget and the District has not received second half tax monies yet.  Member Christiansen motions to approve the March 2021 financial reports.  Clerk Bancroft seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  

7. REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE:  Fire chief report(s):  EMS/Fire calls February 2021.  Brief summary of general information/current events.  EMS calls/transports (34), interfacility transports (0), fire related/mutual aid (14), MVA (3).  We have been very busy the last month.  The truck to go to consignment has been stripped with what can be used.  The ambulance is back in service.  Talks briefly of recent incidents.

8. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Oath of Office for appointed fire board members.  New members will refrain from voting for 24 hours.  New members did not complete packets or have forms notarized that were provided after last board meeting.  Chairperson Addante asks the new members to please have the paperwork completed and apologizes for not providing instructions.  New members state that they did not know what to do with the packet.  Chief says that if there are any questions to ask.  Item tabled.  
9. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Possible purchase of used fire truck.  Board discussion.  Chief Villamor states that the truck is still available and gives an update on the work that has been completed.  Chief Villamor again gives a brief history of the current apparatus and what the Districts intent is to the new members. Chief explains that a new truck would cost three quarters of a million dollars.  Chairperson Addante asks if the amount to be borrowed is still $160,000.  Chief Villamor replies yes and that we will still apply for grants for a new truck.  Clerk Bancroft asks if she can see the vehicle preferably physically.  Chief Villamor shows pictures of the truck and talks about the benefits that this truck can bring to the District however the truck is at a maintenance facility in Phoenix.  Clerk Bancroft makes a motion to continue to table until two other board members have a chance to look at the documentation.  Member Christiansen asks how much the foam costs.  Chief Villamor replies that it is pricy, but we currently purchase foam for our trucks now and explains how we currently utilize it.  Chairperson Addante would like to ask the members to propose a cap of $160,000 for the purchase of the used truck but will not vote on the purchase until all documentation is completed.  Clerk Bancroft asks Chief Villamor when the last time a grant was written for a new truck.  Chief Villamor states that we apply for a grant every year.   Chairperson Addante says if we did get a grant then it could go towards the payoff on loan of the truck.  Chief Villamor says that grants are not done that way; when we put in for a grant it is for a new truck and that the used truck would then be the backup.  Chief Villamor states it must be approved before we can move forward with financing; we know the financing is still available and the attorney will have to update the documents.  Chief Villamor explains that the payment will be once per year and was around $35,000 and in capital reserve we have around $21,000.  Chairperson Addante states that the item will be tabled until next month for formalization.  Clerk Bancroft motions to table the item.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  Item is tabled.  
10. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Possible review and approval of updated draft form of revised Board Bylaws.  Chairperson Addante opens for discussion.  Clerk Bancroft says that she is fine with the bylaws but still does not like the use of words “time to time” and wants to request that the sections where the words “time to time” are used to change it to state, “as necessary”.  Clerk Bancroft further states that she did not speak to the attorney in efforts to not spend more money.  Chief Villamor says that verbiage is used in many documents created by attorneys.  Clerk Bancroft says not in any of the contracts and bylaws that she has seen and that is her opinion.  Chairperson Addante asks if we can just fix it without attorney involvement.  Chief Villamor replies that attorney is involved and we will have to talk to him one way or the other.  Chairperson Addante recommends sending the document back to the attorney for the change of wording.  Member Christiansen motions to send it back.  Clerk Bancroft seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  Item is tabled.
11. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Possible review and approval of Saunders Company LTD engagement letter for the years ended June 30, 2021, 2022 and 2023.  Board discussion.  Clerk Bancroft asks if there are options and if other agencies have been looked at.  Chief Villamor responds originally, we did, and they were all higher.  Clerk Bancroft states that she is impressed with Mohave Valley Fire District auditor.  Chief Villamor says that our current auditor serves most of Arizona districts and that AFDA recommends the current auditor.  Clerk Bancroft responds that is interesting because she heard differently about Saunders form Mohave Valley Fire District.  Chairperson Addante also says he was impressed with their audit presentation.  Chairperson Addante recommends to table until another bid is obtained.  Member Christiansen motions to table.  Chief Villamor asks how many bids they would like.  Clerk Bancroft says she is good with a price from that company.  Chief Villamor states that is not how it works that there needs to be three bids.  Clerk Bancroft seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  Item is tabled.    
12. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Possible review and approval of Securis Insurance Pool (workers compensation) Coverage Acceptance Form for fiscal year 2021-2022.  Board discussion.  Chief Villamor states this is the new workers compensation pool that Arizona Fire Districts formed because Copperpoint had dropped all fire districts.  Chairperson asks for a motion to approve the workers compensation coverage for the new fiscal year.  Member Christiansen motions to approve.  Clerk Bancroft seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.    
13. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Golden Shores Fire Department Auxiliary requests from the Governing Board a letter requesting a donation in the amount of $4,000 to satisfy the grant for BHHS Legacy Foundation.  Chairperson Addante asks Chief Villamor what this is about.  Chief Villamor gives a brief history of how the Zoll monitors were obtained and why we needed to be compatible with other agencies.  We received a matching grant from BHHS Legacy Foundation, and we also asked for the match from Careflight and Classic Air, but nothing materialized.  We now must satisfy the grant and the auxiliary board needs a letter from the governing board asking for the funds to pay the balance of the loan.  Member Christiansen motions to write the letter.  Chairperson Addante seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  Clerk Bancroft to compose the letter.  Staff to provide the original letter of $7,000 to the Clerk as an example.  
14. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Possible review and approval of permanent time change of monthly regular Governing Board meeting.  Board discussion.  Clerk Bancroft would like to recommend a time change as we are the only fire district in the valley that has meetings during the day and says it is not fair to anyone and her as she can not do anything in the morning or the afternoon because the 2:00 pm time and it would make it easier on the new members if it was a little later in the day because they work.  Clerk Bancroft suggests 3:30 or 4:00 pm and knows that it would hinder staff, but states that times are changing and would like to see the time adjusted.  Chief explains that staff gets off at 4:30 and if the meeting should go past that staff will be paid overtime.  Chairperson Addante asks for a motion to change the meeting time to 3:30 pm.  Member Christiansen motions to change the time.  Clerk Bancroft seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.    

15. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  No questions or comments from the public at this time.
16. FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS:  Possible purchase of used fire truck.  Bylaws.  Audit engagement letters/bids.
17. ADJOURNMENT:  No further business.  Motion for adjournment of regular session meeting at 2:43 PM made by Chairperson Addante.  Member Christiansen seconds motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
