2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

3. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS:  Present:  Robert Millward-Chairperson (late), Julie Booth-Clerk, Larry Brown, Mark Adams.  Staff: Chief Villamor, Administrative Secretary J Rose.  Absent:  Darlen Spiegel.
4. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  No questions or comments from the public at this time.
5. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of Minutes Regular Session April 23, 2020.  No discussion.  Clerk Booth motions to approve regular session minutes.  Member Brown seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  
6. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Board Approval of April 2020 Financial Reports received from Mohave County and GSFD reconciled financials (Pages 1-36) generated from county reports.  No discussion.  Clerk Booth motions to approve April 2020 financial reports.  Member Brown seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  

7. REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE:  Fire Chief Report(s):  EMS/Fire Calls April 2020.  Brief summary of general information/current events.  EMS calls/Transports (7), interfacility transports (0), fire related (6) MVA (3), Mutual Aid (5).  Calls down 70% and understandable.  Ambulance to be picked up on Friday.  Fire ban in place.  Continue to take precautions.  Expecting more positive cases of COVID-19.  Large influx of people from all over in the area.
8. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Budget.  Board discussion.  Currently working on budget.  Expecting loss of revenue.  Possible 4% COLA increase.  Mortgage payment to be paid off in December.  Overall numbers look normal.  
9. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Workers Compensation.  Board discussion.  Have not yet received a firm quote from SW Risk management.  Chief and Administration recommend moving forward with Arizona Fire District Workers Compensation Pool and currently do not recommend paying the capitalization payment in full.  Staff recommends choosing the option of the capitalization to be paid in four equal annual installments over a four-year period.  Member Adams motions to accept Resolution 2020-17 and to move forward with Arizona Fire District Workers Compensation Pool as recommended.  Clerk Booth seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
10. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Other Staff Benefits.  Board discussion.  Requesting Boards support to cover expenses or occurrences not covered by workers compensation.  Chief to research further with other Districts.  In addition, it may be beneficial to contact attorney about this matter.  Table until next meeting.
11. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  J Bancroft of 4682 Linden presents flyer by Official Golden Shores Neighborhood Watch team regarding weeds.  J Robinson asks if there is help for people that cannot afford to pay for service or are physically unable to remove weeds and if so, is there a contact person.  J Bancroft responds to contact Neighborhood Watch for assistance.  L Addaute of 12775 Yuma asks if the Department rolls if fire works are being lit off.  Chief responds to call Sheriff, but crew has gone to property if address is available.  L Addaute also, asks if Chief considers himself on call 24/7 and asks if turnouts are carried in personal vehicle.  Chief responds yes on call 24/7 and that gear is not carried in personal vehicle, they are kept on the rigs.  Policy is to go to station and get a vehicle.  The incident in question Chief was very close and responded in POV.
