1. CALL TO ORDER AT 3:30 PM
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

3. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS:  Present:  Larry Addante-Chairperson, Joy Bancroft-Clerk, Clarence Christiansen, Steve Iverson, Patrick Gonzales.  Staff:  Chief Villamor via telephone, J Robinson and Administrative Secretary J Rose.  Absent:  None.
4. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  No questions or comments from the public at this time. 
5. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of minutes regular session August 24, 2023.  No discussion.  Clerk Bancroft motions to approve the minutes from August 24, 2023.  Member Iverson seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
6. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of August 2023 financial reports received from Mohave County and GSFD reconciled financials (Pages 1-40) generated from county reports.  No discussion.  Member Iverson motions to approve the August 2023 financial reports.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  
7. REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE:  Fire chief report(s):  EMS/Fire calls August 2023.  Brief summary of general information/current events.  Chief Villamor via telephone, Jeremie Robinson provides EMS calls/transports (24), interfacility transports (1), fire-related/mutual aid (23), MVA (3). Chief Villamor thank you for understanding that I'm not there. Really nothing really going on at the marina. I'm hoping they'll have it done by the end of the year. Things are going really good there. We really haven't heard too much about the JPA yet. I think they're still getting stuff on the on the study going. We'll work on that when I get back tomorrow. 
8. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENT/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Review, discussion, and appropriate action regarding registration of reserve engine 1212.  Board discussion.  Chief Villamor basically, it's a reserve engine. We're not using it. We fire it up. Make sure it runs but we don't plan on putting it to use unless something drastic happens. And we figured we'd give our newer engine a chance to prove itself and if it does. If it is all good, then we'll probably just try to get it sold along with that other one. Member Iverson I’ll wait and talk to Chief about it.  Clerk Bancroft well, that is the one that needs registration. Is there a way to get around this Chad? And get it registered?  Chief Villamor we can get a bond it's a long story only because it was not in service. It was in the training for the Academy. And we were kidding around and said if you want to get rid of that truck, we know who you could give it to and they said okay, take it. So, there was no paperwork generated. And all the guys that said take it are not there anymore, they're retired. So, we'd have to get it bonded, which costs us about $50 and I think about six months of waiting. And the guy that I got it from is making progress, but it's slow. Because he's talking to some of the higher ups, he was going to get a letter saying that it was donated to us.  Chairperson Addante we have the form to do a bond.  Steve went to both DMV’s.  Member Iverson California said that they would help us to find the owners of it. But the way Chad is explaining it right there doesn't sound like that's possible anyway. So, I think it's strictly a bonding deal now.  Chairperson Addante Chad, do you think there would be a problem if in the future if we sell it without it licensed in our name, or can they come back to the people who have donated it to us and want their money out of it then?  Chief Villamor no, there's not going to be a problem.  I told him that we are thinking about selling it to help out with a little bit of the budget stuff. And he said, you shouldn't have any problems. But I guess it would probably be better just to get it bonded. Or I'll contact him again and see if he's getting anywhere and if he's not, then maybe we should just go to a bond. Chairperson Addante Steve has the Arizona forms if we want to try and do a bond and see what's going to cost to do a bond on it. He can leave them here if you want.  I know it's $50 but one time I had to do a bond and they didn't know the value of the vehicle. But maybe because it's a government agency they don't do that. I don't know on that one.  Member Iverson the thing is, it’s on the value, there is no value on the government vehicle a fire truck is not in the blue book.  Chairperson Addante okay, so maybe we'll get with you next week Chad, we can sit and talk about it, Steve's got the forms to fill out and get them to DMV, not a problem. We'll figure this out then. I think we should have it in our name if we're going to try to sell it, I think that'd probably be the best thing to do. Just in case. Chief Villamor that's fine. It's going to be probably a year anyway before we can decide and get all the bugs worked out.  The last fire on the new engine we had one little thing that happened, and the guys came back and fixed it. So, it was not an issue but now we don’t want something to go down and then we don't really have an engine and only tenders. The only reason why we're kind of keeping it is because there's not enough points on ISO to keep it. But it wouldn't hurt to hang on to it. It's just a maintenance issue.  Chairperson Addante okay we will get with you next week.  
9. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:   Darlene Spiegel of Topock to clarify, something that was said by another person here at last month's meeting. The school does have a state agency that does check all their fire prevention items in the whole school. They had one fire drill that included the whole school. I did go over, and I checked every one of those tags that's hanging on there. It has multiple years and is current. So please don’t take that Mr. Warren is not doing anything.  Chairperson Addante the gentleman that spoke last month called me two days later and said, he misspoke. But thank you for clarifying that.
10. FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS:   Member Christiansen I want to get some pictures of everybody made, the firemen and Jennifer in there and the whole staff and I want to hang up against the wall as you walk in the first bay, so they are up on the wall up there. I’ve wanted to do this since I started, I want to get some pictures up there. So, we can discuss what size pictures and if we're doing ourselves or whatever, but I'd like to get that done.  JPA update.
11. ADJOURNMENT:  No further business.  Motion for adjournment of regular session meeting at 3:44 PM made by Member Christianson.  Member Iverson seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
