1. CALL TO ORDER AT 2:00
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

3. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS:  Present:  Robert Millward-Chairperson, Julie Booth-Clerk, Larry Brown, Darlen Spiegel.  Staff: Chief Villamor, Administrative Secretary J Rose.  Absent:  None.
4. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  Joy Bancroft of 4682 Linden requests that the meeting on December 23, 2020 be changed, however the meeting is scheduled for December 22, 2020.
5. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of Minutes Regular Session September 24, 2020.  No discussion.  Member Spiegel motions to approve regular session minutes.  Clerk Booth seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  
6. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Board Approval of September 24, 2020 Financial Reports received from Mohave County and GSFD reconciled financials (Pages 1-37) generated from county reports.  No discussion.  Member Brown motions to approve September 2020 financial reports.  Clerk Booth seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  

7. REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE:  Fire Chief Report(s):  EMS/Fire Calls September 2020.  Brief summary of general information/current events.  EMS calls/transports (18), interfacility transports (0), fire related/mutual aid (24), MVA (1).  Tax revenue is coming in a lot slower because of COVID19 - we were advised earlier this year that this may happen.  We are using our reserve fund and may need to use our credit line.  Two employees terminated employment.  Went through hiring process and out of five applicants only two showed.  One is fresh out of academy and the other is a veteran from Fort Mohave.  Doing lots of training getting everyone up to speed.  The VFIS policy must be renewed by December 1, 2020 and will be on the next agenda.  New members will take oath of office at next meeting and officially take positions in December.  COVID19 numbers getting better but may spike again.  Burn ban is still in effect in all of Arizona.  Some residents have been warned for illegal burning and the next step will be to contact sheriff if non-compliant.  Implementing change to burn permits.  If it is a commercial job no permit will be issued.  Summary of recent structure fires.         
8. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  Larry Addante of 12775 Yuma questions a call that came over the scanner for an incident in Mohave Valley on Courtright and GSFD said they could not respond.  Chief explains that the crew was on another call and could not respond.    
9. FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS:  VFIS approval.  Oath of Office new members.
10. ADJOURNMENT:  No further business.  Motion for adjournment of regular session meeting at 2:17 PM made by Member Brown.  Member Spiegel seconds motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
