1. CALL TO ORDER AT 3:30 PM
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

3. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS:  Present:  Larry Addante-Chairperson, Joy Bancroft-Clerk, Clarence Christiansen, Patrick Gonzales.  Staff:  Chief Villamor, and Administrative Secretary J Rose.  Absent: Steve Iverson.
4. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  No questions or comments from the public at this time. 
5. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of minutes regular session September 28, 2023.  No discussion.  Clerk Bancroft moves to approve the minutes from September 28, 2023, with the change of the date from August to September.  Member Christiansen motions to approve the minutes from September 28, 2023.  Member Gonzales seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
6. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of September 2023 financial reports received from Mohave County and GSFD reconciled financials (Pages 1-37) generated from county reports.  No discussion.  Member Christiansen motions to approve the September 2023 financial reports.  Member Gonzales seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  
7. REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE:  Fire chief report(s):  EMS/Fire calls September 2023.  Brief summary of general information/current events.  EMS calls/transports (25), interfacility transports (0), fire-related/mutual aid (12), MVA (0). Chief Villamor Topock 66 I approved their pump plans for the pump house. They're working on that. They're getting water closer; they have a few things they need to do before they get that water system then we'll start to do some testing down there and get it ready.  They are getting closer to opening.  We did get a grant for about $35,000 for two new tablets and the whole Valley is going to this system. So, if we go into this JPA we'll all be sitting on the same page. It's supposed to help dispatch and give us information that can be a little safer for us and it's more geared to bigger, bigger departments.  Chairperson Addante, who is that, grant from?  Chief Villamor is from Adashi.  We're doing training on that now. We had a structure fire last week and it's still standing, and it didn't enter the house. It turned out good. And so, I'm sure everybody here has gone to the casino, right. It's just like going to the DMV. Most of the time you have bad luck. After a meeting the other day I went down there and handed in all my paperwork. She went to talk to her supervisor and the supervisor said see that signature right there he was a member he signed the truck over to you so write member next to it. I wrote member next to it. She then said I need a letter saying that you can put it in your fire department's name, and I handed the letter. She said I need an ID. I pulled out my phone and she said I need a hard copy of your ID. And I don't carry my hard copy because everything's on my phone. This was on Friday. When I got off duty, I went back down and there were different people. Now, I have to get it inspected. Because the people said no, this was the way it is. So, I left with my tail between my legs. I have to find someone to come look at the VIN numbers now. So, anyway, it's prolonged a little bit longer, but it looks like we're getting closer. I got it handled. I'm going to get someone over here to look at that. And we have turned all the paperwork in for the JPA.  That is all I have, thank you.
8. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENT/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Review, discussion, and appropriate action regarding the approval of adding VFIS Member Family Assistance Program designed to support the health and wellness of first responders and their families.  Board discussion.  Clerk Bancroft, do you guys think that you’ll get use out of that? Do you want that?  Chairperson Addante didn’t we look at this last year.  J Rose it is a new product.  Chief Villamor you know, I don't know you never know when that stuff happens. Years ago, we had a firefighter pass away. He was a volunteer member here. And we all went through some counseling because he was part of us and all sudden, he was gone. Some of us ran on that call. You know, there are programs out there, but this is $11.64 a person. That's totally up to you guys. Clerk Bancroft well if you think it would be valuable.  Chief Villamor, well that is what insurance is about.  It is $164 that is probably well spent in case something happens because if we don't have it, you know.  Clerk Bancroft and it includes families too.  Chief Villamor you know it's good to have, there are so many firefighters that actually retire then commit suicide.  If you could stop something happening before they retire. Maybe there's a program out there to help.  Bigger departments see a little crazier stuff than we do but we see some crazy stuff too.  But that's totally up to you.  Clerk Bancroft motions to accept the approval of adding the VFIS Member Family Assistance Program for $164.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  
9. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENT/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Review, discussion, and appropriate action regarding the approval of VFIS of Arizona insurance renewal.  Board discussion.  Clerk Bancroft it is more than last year.  Chairperson Addante is this the workers compensation policy or the medical?  J Rose this is the liability policy.  Chief Villamor I think it went down last year they're just making up for the difference.  It seems to go up and down.  Clerk Bancroft motions to approve the VFIS of Arizona insurance renewal.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried. 

10. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENT/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Review, discussion, and appropriate action regarding update of JPA study.  Board discussion.  Chairperson Addante I got an email from Brian this morning or yesterday. Everything is in from us. There are two districts that haven't submitted all their stuff yet. So that's what I heard.  Chief Villamor and when I talked to him, that's what he said. He told me that you have time and that everybody else has not turned their stuff in. And all that paperwork came in together and the signature page was for $35,000 which I didn't want to sign.  I asked that they send me the new bill, but they still haven't sent us the new contract for $5,000.  Clerk Bancroft maybe they aren’t going to invoice it until everything is turned in from everyone.  Chief Villamor, when they provide the right bill, we will take care of it.  No action.

12. FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS:   Member Christiansen I still want to go back to the pictures in the station back there.  Chief Villamor I will work on it.  Update of JPA study.   
13. ADJOURNMENT:  No further business.  Motion for adjournment of regular session meeting at 3:46 PM made by Clerk Bancroft.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
