1. CALL TO ORDER AT 3:30 PM

4. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  No questions or comments from the public at this time. 
5. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of minutes regular session October 26, 2023.  No discussion.  Member Christiansen motions to approve the minutes from October 26, 2023.  Member Iverson seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.

But we're plugging along, figuring out what the problem is, and getting most of that taken care of.  We got some sign-offs on Topock 66.  We're still waiting for them to get their water supply so they can move on and get opened. Other than that, we're good.  Clerk Bancroft sorry I can't ask you but you said sign do you mean like approvals.  Chief Villamor they had a pump house and they changed it. I wasn’t okay with what they had. And so, they agreed to redesign it, and now it's going to meet our standards, what we want and to meet all the life safety requirements.  Chairperson Addante do you want to speak on trunk or treat or anything Chad.  Chief Villamor we received some donations for candy and some for money. We bought some candy. We had a good turnout down there. You guys seemed like you had a good turnout. It worked well. The only thing I saw the next day was trash and I'll try to get whoever's on the following day to do a walk-through and pick up some trash at the park. I walked through and picked up a bag full, but it was kind of scattered all over. I was pinched for time, but I was on duty, and we got most of it. Pat is here now, welcome.  Chairperson Addante what about Toys for Joy. Everything's working well for Toys for Joy. The off-roaders are doing their thing. Donald Perkins oversees Toys for Joy. And he got a hold of Bullhead City. They're going to have leftovers so then we'll go and pick up where we need to fill in gaps. So, we are doing good. We're getting some donations. Chairperson Addante when the date is you want the stuff here.  Chief Villamor as soon as possible. We haven't got any names yet. But as soon as they start coming in, we start shopping. And what I mean by shopping is we'll have all our toys out. As soon as we get enough toys to shop for we start going around and picking up stuff. Donald's doing a good job. He's running up and down the valley talking to the other departments and figuring out what he could do to help. They are going to have a shop with a cop and a couple of the guys are going to go do that.
