1. CALL TO ORDER AT 2:00
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

3. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS:  Present:  Robert Millward-Chairperson, Julie Booth-Clerk, Larry Brown, Darlen Spiegel.  Staff: Chief Villamor, Administrative Secretary J Rose.  Absent:  None.
4. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  No questions or comments from the public at this time.
5. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of Minutes Regular Session October 22, 2020.  No discussion.  Member Spiegel motions to approve regular session minutes.  Clerk Booth seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  
6. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Board Approval of October 2020 Financial Reports received from Mohave County and GSFD reconciled financials (Pages 1-33) generated from county reports.  No discussion.  Member Brown motions to approve October 2020 financial reports.  Member Spiegel seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  

7. REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE:  Fire Chief Report(s):  EMS/Fire Calls October 2020.  Brief summary of general information/current events.  EMS calls/transports (24), interfacility transports (0), fire related/mutual aid (14), MVA (2).  Welcomes visitors and new board members.  Covid-19 counts continue to be down.  Burn ban has been lifted and we are issuing burn permits.  Gives overview on rules pertaining to burning and new rules regarding commercial burning.  Introduces new employee A Kartinen.  Property taxes are slow to be paid and we are feeling it in our budget income.  Have been unsuccessful in obtaining a grant for a new fire truck.  There have been no fire truck grants issued in Arizona.  Briefly discusses the truck that we are researching for purchase from Sun City Fire Department.  Seeing assessed value go up on Golden Shores.           
8. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of VFIS Property & Casualty and Accident & Sickness policies.  No discussion.  All documentation was previously provided to members.  Clerk Booth motions to accept the VFIS policy.  Member Brown seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
9. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of updated Employee Handbook – FMLA, vacation and sick time verbiage.  No discussion.  All documentation was previously provided to members.  Member Spiegel motions to approve and accept the updated employee handbook – FMLA, vacation and sick time verbiage.  Member Brown seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
10. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of medical, dental, vision, life and AD&D policy.  Brief discussion.  There are not many durable options to small businesses.  All documentation was previously provided to members.  Member Brown motions to retain the current Starmark policy.  Clerk Booth seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
11. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Zion Bancorporation an Affiliate of National Bank of Arizona Loan fire truck.  Brief discussion.  Chief Villamor gives a brief history of the relationship with Zion/National Bank and describes the fire truck available from Sun City Fire Department.  Member Spiegel motions to adopt resolution 2020-18 and move forward with obtaining a loan with Zion/National Bank for the purchase of the used fire truck from Sun City Fire Department.  Clerk Booth seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried. 
12. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Oath of office for unopposed Fire Board Members.  Oath of Office administered by Supervisor Gould to Larry Addante, Joy Bancroft and Clarence Christiansen.  Original documents to be retained in Department files and copies to be sent to Mohave County Board of Supervisors Office.  Newly appointed officials take office on December 1, 2020.  Governing Board Members will elect from its members a new chairperson and clerk of the board during the December regular scheduled meeting.   
13. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  Tom Brady of Topock asks why a new fire truck is needed when we already have so many.  Chief Villamor responds that we are replacing a truck that has mechanical problems and explains what each apparatus is used for.  Mr. Brady also asks for the names of the members that will still be on the Board.  Rick Dischinger of 4942 Mission Drive wanted to thank the outgoing board members.  Larry Addante of 12775 Yuma questions hiring a professional grant writer.  Chief Villamor explains that not a lot of the grant writers are not fire department grant writers and we have a trained in-house grant writer.  Member Spiegel also reiterates that there were not grants issued in Arizona.  Mr. Addante also asks if we are, we are holding a job or a position for the employee that has been on workers compensation.  Chief explains that we hold the position of firefighter/EMT.  Mr. Addante also asks where the down payment for the loan is coming from.  Chief Villamor explains that there is no down payment, the loan is 100%.  Mr. Addante also questions the burn permit guidelines.  Chief Villamor explains that everything is staying the same except the commercial guidelines and forms will be updated accordingly.  Mike Christiansen of 5466 Yavapai asks how many engine hours are on the used truck.  Chief Villamor explains that he believes there is 186 pumping hours and there is approximately 89-93 thousand miles on it and that Sun City Fire Department is replacing the tires as well as other items/parts.
