1. CALL TO ORDER AT 2:00
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

3. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS:  Present:  Mark Adams-Chairperson, Larry Brown-Clerk, Robert Millward, Julie Booth, Darlen Spiegel.  Staff: Administrative Secretary J Rose.  Absent:  Chief Villamor.
4. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  Ms. Bancroft of 4682 Linden gives an update to her code enforcement endeavors and hopes the Board has had an opportunity to discuss the topic with Chief Villamor.  Mr. Christiansen of 5466 East Yavapai asks about a rumor and questions if the fire department rolls on a call if the Chief is not here.  Also states that he believes that Golden Shores Fire Department was not on the Shore Pkwy fire, that Fort Mojave was the only Department on scene and wants to know what the response time is from Fort Mohave to Golden Shores.  The Board advises that Mr. Christiansen speak with Chief Villamor to address his concerns.  Mr. Dischinger of 4942 Mission Drive asks if the Fire Department is only available for suppression or is the Department out doing prevention and states that a lot of issues can be mitigated prior to having a fire, that if prevention is in place there would be a lot less suppression  and hopes the Board is taking concern to the code issues and states that property value and property taxes go up when the codes are enforced and hopes that the Board gets behind the groups efforts.    
5. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of Minutes Regular Session October 23, 2019.  No discussion.  Member Millward motions to approve regular session minutes.  Member Spiegel seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  
6. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Board Approval of October 2019 Financial Reports received from Mohave County and GSFD reconciled financials (Pages 1-37) generated from county reports.  No discussion.  Member Booth motions to approve October 2019 financial reports.  Member Millward seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  

7. REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE:  Fire Chief Report(s):  EMS/Fire Calls October 2019.  Brief summary of general information/current events.  EMS calls/Transports (), interfacility transports (), fire related ().  Fire Chief Report not given due to the absence of Chief Villamor.
8. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Public request: Code Enforcement Issue.  Member Spiegel motions to go into discussion of code enforcement.  Member Millward seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  This item ended in a conversation and the minutes are subject to interpretation and are deciphered as such.  Chairperson Adams discusses the duties of the Governing Board per ARS 48-805 and states that the District has no authority to perform code enforcement.  There is discussion of a Fire Marshal.  Ms. Bancroft asks the Board to provide a letter to Mohave County with property listings that are possible hazards.  Mr. Buckles asks if Don Gibson can be contacted to perform Fire Marshal duties in Golden Shores.  Ms. Bancroft asks the Board if they would allow the Fire Chief to assist the group with their endeavors.  The Board explains that the Fire Chief is responsible for Operations and the Governing Board is responsible for fiduciary duties.  Member Spiegel also gives her support in taking the groups concerns to Chief Villamor.  Member Millward states that the Board does support their endeavors.  A person in the public asks if the Bylaws are available for review.  A person of the public asks if the Board is willing to put pressure on the County Supervisors and says the Community is suffering.  A person of the public asks the if the District can provide a letter regarding the properties and submit to Mohave County.  Member Millward says to give a list to Chief Villamor for review.  Table until December.
9. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Golden Shores Fire Department Auxiliary Donation.  The Golden Shores Fire Department Auxiliary has agreed to fund the amount of $7,000 to Golden Shores Fire Department to assist with the financial burden of the Zoll X-Series Defibrillators.  Information only no action.
10. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Board Meeting Schedule. Motion unanimously carried.
11. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  A person of the public asks if the Fire Chief is elected or hired.  There is a brief discussion about the hiring/evaluation process of the Fire Chief.  
12. FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS:  Fire Department and code enforcement with answers from Chief regarding code enforcement, determine chairperson and clerk of governing board, possible audit presentation if complete.
13. ADJOURNMENT:  No further business.  Motion for adjournment of regular session meeting at 2:28 PM made by Member Millward.  Clerk Brown seconds motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
