Chief Villamor says I talked to Chief Schmidt from Sun City on the fire truck, and he said the last parts just came in for all the other work and they're still waiting on that DEF system. So, I talked to him about deleting and the company that's doing the work said that they don't want to touch the delete. There is a bulletin out now saying you could take off the sensor and you could delete it. But if anything goes wrong with the system, you won’t know it.  It's like the warning lights. So anyway, he's going to talk to one more person to see about a delete, but they're getting really close. So, he's thinking that he's going to have it done in January. So, we'll go from there. But we have to figure out if we want to take it with a sensor deleted. Chairperson Addante asks when do you think? Chief Villamor says it won't even get here until March.  Chairperson Addante says so do we want that fire truck is what we are saying.  Chief Villamor says the truck is fine and we're going to wait. Because we're not finding any other truck for that kind of money.  And when you do you don't have CAFS that doesn't have a lot of stuff that one does. We probably want to talk to a few people see about the delete.  Chairperson Addante says yeah, I was wondering if we could contact some other shops that might be able to take it off.  Chief Villamor says basically got to take the catalytic converter off and the DEF filter.  Chairperson Addante says I was told that we can find a computer guy.  Clerk Bancroft reminds Chairperson Addante that we can’t talk.  Chief Villamor says regarding Toys for Joy everything is ready to go roll from now on so awesome. We have about 21 deliveries which is down but we're okay with that. Alright that’s all I have thank you.
