1. CALL TO ORDER AT 3:30 PM
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
3. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS:  Present:  Larry Addante-Chairperson, Joy Bancroft-Clerk, Clarence Christiansen, Steve Iverson, Patrick Gonzales.  Staff:  Chief Villamor, Administrative Secretary J Rose.  Absent:  None.
4. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  No questions or comments from the public at this time.
5. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of minutes regular session November 17, 2022.  No discussion.  Member Christiansen motions to approve the minutes from November 17, 2022.  Member Iverson seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
6. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of November 2022 financial reports received from Mohave County and GSFD reconciled financials (Pages 1-36) generated from county reports.  No discussion.  Clerk Bancroft motions to approve the November 2022 financial reports.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  
7. REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE:  Fire chief report(s):  EMS/Fire calls November 2022.  Brief summary of general information/current events.  EMS calls/transports (23), interfacility transports (0), fire-related/mutual aid (9), MVA (0).  Topock 66 is moving right along.  Had an inspection the other day.  They are getting their main hydrant lines in, setting hydrants and that passed.  They will be pouring foundations shortly for their buildings.  Toys for Joy, there is about 60 children that we are taking care of this year and is up from last year.  GSFDA spent about $2,000 on toys.  Nothing else at this time.  
8. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Review, discussion, and appropriate action regarding oath of office for appointed fire board member P Gonzales.  Board discussion.  Oath of office administered by Chairperson Addante to Patrick Gonzales.  Original documents to be retained in the Department files and copies to be set to Mohave County Board of Supervisors office.
9. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Review, discussion and appropriate action regarding Governing Board Members shall elect from its members a new Chairperson and Clerk of the Board.  No discussion.  Member Christiansen motions to retain the same Chairperson and Clerk.  Member Iverson seconds the motion.  Chairperson Addante announces Larry Addante will remain Chairperson and Joy Bancroft will remain Clerk of the Board.  Motion unanimously carried.    
10. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Review, discussion and appropriate action regarding update on used fire truck.  Board discussion.  Chief Villamor Well, the truck is here.  Some of you have seen it and some of you haven't. We're working on it, getting things cleaned up and taken care of and little minor stuff fixed. There are things we're going to need and some things that I have gotten bids on. We got bids on LDH, which is large diameter hose that we normally have on that truck, which we tested everything that was on it. On the previous one we only have 300 feet, and we usually carry 1,200 feet so that bid is like $8,654. Yeah, that stuffs expensive. It lasts a long time. So that's why they charge you a lot of money. That's one price we've got some other ones are higher. So, I only brought the one that was lowest. So, we do have 300 foot and so we're going to play around and some we're going to get ordered.  Clerk Bancroft and you did get different bids on it if I may ask and $8,000 was the lowest.  Chief Villamor yes that was the lowest bid, and that guy is local too which is nice.  Chairperson Addante when we bought the truck, it was $150,000 and we added $10,000 for hose and stuff like that. Right? Chief Villamor right. So, and then there is striping. I had one guy show up today and he's going to give me a price so there's that bid on striping. Restriping it and putting our name on it and getting all the stuff we want on it was $1,800 which is not bad. The ambulance was a little more it’s $1,900 to get it done. So, he gave us a break if we do two. Well, we are probably going to do one at a time if we decide to. We're trying to get the trucks looking the same. So, we're not looking like we're stepchildren even though we get a bunch of hand me downs but we're working on that. And so, we haven't made decisions on striping until we get a couple more bids in. And we talked about earlier about our emission upgrade and that's $7,000. So that's something that we need to get done. Because we don't want to go into limp mode.  Chairperson Addante when I talked to Mojave Valley, they said they could do it there.  Chief Villamor we're not having the valley do it.  For one thing the valley is having issues.  Chairperson Addante I mean, their fire department mechanic or fire mechanic said they could do it there. They could do that upgrade. Chief Villamor yeah well, no.  Chairperson Addante well, how about Bullhead City.  Chief Villamor they won't do any fire department. Chairperson Addante but that's what they're doing to it. Chief Villamor well, they're not doing it to their trucks.  Chairperson Addante they're not doing it to their because theirs haven't gone in and they haven't had problems yet. But when they do have problems, they can, and they are capable of doing it to them.  Chief Villamor I don't even know how to even start that issue because I'm not into the politics. The valley mechanic is no longer there.  Fort Mojave is looking for a new building so they could take their mechanic back. So, they're having issues and so I don't want to be in politics. They're the ones that have to work on it and if they're bickering and fighting before each other I don't need a truck sitting over there. This is outsourced. You can look him up if you want. Member Gonzales where is he at.  Chief Villamor he is in Fort Mohave.  Chairperson Addante I’m just trying to save money.  Member Christiansen is that where they pull all the stuff off of it? Chief Villamor well they have to go into the computer and reboot all that stuff and there is some stuff they have to take off because they have to take that filter. The problem is regardless of the filter if it is still left in there is it's a solid filter and what that happens is when it gets to a certain temperature, it degrades and burns all that carbon off. So, some of that stuff has to remain in there. And so, this is a dumb rule that the US has, and I think all fire service stuff should not have it. Even the brand-new stuff that Fort Mojave has, brand new ambulances. They're having issues. Every time it goes back to the place to the mechanics, and they're sending it back to their place.  Member Gonzales is just the only price you've gotten.  Chief Villamor yes right now, I'm just laying it out there. Member Gonzales is there any problem if we looked into it personally to give you information. Chief Villamor you can but it's not your job. Your job is budget. You need to understand the money. Yeah, that's the only bid so far.  Clerk Bancroft and like if you find somebody or you know somebody let Chad know and he will check into it and let Chad contact them because operations are his. That's my suggestion. Just give him the information like of the person so he can check into it. Member Gonzales then it must be a certified state. Chief Villamor no. They're saying that Cummings can go into your computer and say okay, we'll delete this part of it. But it's all computer stuff. That's why I like my old trucks they don’t have it.  And we looked for a long time to for that last tender. We had to find one that didn't have it and we found an older truck which was brand new but still older. So anyway, we got lucky and got that one. So that's the update on the truck. I'll continue to get more bids on the emissions upgrade. We do have the striping and we do have the hoses in, so we'll probably be doing a little bit of at a time, so we don't kill the budget.  Clerk Bancroft do we need approval on the hoses right now.  Chief Villamor I'm allowed to purchase anything under $5,000.  I'm just not going to do it all at one time. 
11. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Review, discussion, and appropriate action regarding Arizona fire District Association, Statutory Training, S Iverson and P Gonzales, January 2023.  Board discussion.  Chief Villamor the training will be January 11, 12, 13 and we will sign you up and pay for it and then you will get more information.  It will be held in Laughlin.  And for everybody else. These classes that we send them to they're mandatory by the State and so they get educated on what they are supposed to be doing on this board like, finances open law meetings, ethics, that kind of stuff. They have to just like the fire chief. I have to take so many classes as well. Mine's been completed a while ago, but anyway, everybody's required.  Clerk Bancroft I know when we came on board, there was a video on open law did they receive that?  Staff says they signed the paper that they did complete the training.    
12. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  Mr. Brady can you use that new fire truck yet.  Chief Villamor we could in a pinch. Mr. Brady oh, okay. But that was a case you didn't need it. Chief Villamor the other one is working fine.  Mr. Brady why did you get the other one then, do we need two.  Chief Villamor because the other one is a 1987 and ISO would like us to have a backup.  But I'm not going to run this department by ISO ruling and ISO ruling is insurance rating.  ISO is how you get charged for fire insurance at your house and there's a rating you get.  So, they look at you and they look at Golden Shores Fire and rates are determined.  A rating of a 10 is the worst and 1 is the best. We are waiting for our new results. And for being a six-man department. We're right in there and better than most.  Mr. Brady if you have to use the two trucks, do you have enough people.  Chief Villamor that is not the issue.  ISO wants you to have a backup.  So, the new one is compressed air foam. It also runs Class A foam and compressed air foam which base is almost the same. You are more than welcome to come out there and we will give you a tour of it afterwards.  But it's a 1500 GPM against 1000 and so I mean there's all this stuff that's on this truck is top the line.
