5. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of minutes regular session November 16, 2023.  No discussion.  Member Iverson motions to approve the minutes from November 16, 2023.  Member Gonzales seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.

No discussion.  Member Gonzales motions to approve the November 2023 financial reports.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  
7. REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE:  Fire chief report(s):  EMS/Fire calls October 2023.  Brief summary of general information/current events.  EMS calls/transports (32), interfacility transports (0), fire-related/mutual aid (5), MVA (0). Chief Villamor this month has been busy. Topock 66 is still working on their water system. Getting closer so that's kind of a nice thing. We'd like to get them finished so they get on the tax roll. The red fire truck has a license plate and the registration and is now in the name of Golden Shores Fire District. Toys for Joy went well. We delivered to 70 children this year, up from last year. Thank you to the Off Roaders and everyone. Donald Perkins took it over this year. He made a special effort to go up and down the valley and participated with some of the other departments. We got help from Fort Mojave and Bullhead City. We didn't have to go out and do much shopping for the kids. The audit is still in progress and should be finishing up with that very shortly. Thank you.

BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENT/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Review, discussion, and appropriate action regarding adoption of Resolution 2023-26 pertaining to GASB (Governmental Accounting Standards Board) pronouncement 87 will be leases in excess of $15,000.  Board discussion.  J Rose GASB 87 is the new lease accounting standard issued by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board, GASB.  The goal of the new lease accounting standard is to portray lease obligations more accurately.  The resolution says that we can enter into a lease agreement for up to $15,000 before it is reflected as liabilities and assets on the statement of financial position.  Member Christiansen motions to approve and adopt Resolution 2023-26.  Member Iverson seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.

They're still having meetings, but they have not been able to discuss anything because they haven't got the study back yet. When the study comes out then we will sit down and hammer stuff out to see if it's even going to work because some departments will, and some won't. So, it hasn't really moved a whole bunch further than last. month. We'll attend the meeting and see what we do next month.
