1. CALL TO ORDER AT 2:00
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

3. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS:  Present:  Robert Millward-Chairperson, Julie Booth-Clerk, Larry Addante, Joy Bancroft via telephone, Clarence Christiansen.  Staff: Chief Villamor, Administrative Secretary J Rose.  Absent:  None.
4. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  No questions or comments from the public at this time.
5. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Possible vote to go into executive session for legal advice pursuant to A.R.S. §38-431.03(A)(3) and instructions to legal counsel pursuant to A.R.S. §38-431.03(A)(4) re: the proposed lease purchase agreement with Zion Bank in the amount of $160,000 for the acquisition of fire apparatus.  Chairperson Millward motions to go into executive session.  Member Addante seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  
6. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Possible approval of lease purchase documentation for 2012 1500 CPM engine, built by Custom Fire Apparatus, Spartan chassis, VIN 4S7AT2D90CC075749, dated December 17, 2020, amount $160,000, possible approval of addendum, certificate of authority and authorizing resolution of lease purchase; consent and waiver.  No further discussion.  Chairperson Millward motions to accept and approve the lease purchase dated December 17, 2020 in the amount of $160,000, addendum certificate of authority and authorizes the resolution of lease purchase, consent and waiver.  Clerk Booth seconds the motion.  Roll call of votes:  Addante nay, Bancroft nay, Christiansen nay, Booth aye, Millward aye.  2 aye, 3 nay.  Motion failed.
7. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of minutes regular session November 19, 2020.  Clerk Booth motions to approve regular session minutes.  Member Addante has concerns and feels that until formal training has occurred that the new members need to abstain on voting from anything.  Member Bancroft agrees with minutes but does not agree with resolution 2020-18 and how the last meeting was conducted and would rather go to training before approving minutes or financials.  Chairperson Millward explains that the minutes are just a record of the last meeting and not necessarily agreeing with the meeting itself.  Member Addante states that the adoption of the resolution was not held in an open meeting and was held in a private or executive meeting and says that the resolution was adopted on August 19, 2020 and the meeting was not until the 23rd and asks where the minutes are and that they are looking for transparency.  Staff responds that there was a typographical error of the month on the resolution as the resolution was generated as instructed by Chief the day of the meeting due to delay in receipt of loan documents and that the minutes on November 19, 2020 clearly reflect the resolution number as does the file.  Chief expresses that there was no private meeting on August 19, 2020 that resolution 2020-18 was voted on during the last meeting November 19, 2020.  Chairperson Millward reiterates that the minutes are only a record of the last meeting not whether they agreed with or not.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  
8. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of November 2020 financial reports received from Mohave County and GSFD reconciled financials (Pages 1-35) generated from county reports.  No discussion.  Member Addante motions to approve November 2020 financial reports.  Member Christiansen seconds the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  

9. REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE:  Fire chief report(s):  EMS/Fire calls November 2020.  Brief summary of general information/current events.  EMS calls/transports (26), interfacility transports (0), fire related/mutual aid (16), MVA (1).  Audit is not complete yet due to having to perform remotely.  The auditors will be presenting the audit via telephone when it is complete.  Covid19 cases are up and the numbers are increasing.  There is still a communication problem in receiving notification of Covid19 cases.  Staff is doing best to protect themselves.  Member Addante asks if workers compensation insurance will cover employees who contract Covid19.  Chief Villamor believes they will and explains that it would be very difficult to prove how an individual contracted the virus but will investigate further.  Toys for Joy program was very successful with a lot of monetary and gift donations.  Approved for two grants.  One is for Halo System and the other will be discussed on the next agenda item.  
10. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Approval of EMS Covid19 purchase with grant funds from Coyote Crisis Collaborative.  The grant awarded is for $13,436.60 however the FDA pulled the license on the item that was to be purchased.  Chief Villamor is still in contact with organization and more research is being conducted to see if there is an alternate system.  No action taken.  
11. BOARD DISCUSSION/COMMENTS/POSSIBLE ACTION RE:  Governing board members elect from its members a new chairperson and clerk of the board.  Chairperson Millward nominates Julie Booth for Chairperson.  Member Bancroft nominates Larry Addante for Chairperson.  Member Christiansen seconds the nomination.  Nomination unanimously carried.  Member Addante nominates Joy Bancroft for Clerk.  Member Christiansen seconds the nomination.  Nomination unanimously carried.   
12. CALL TO THE PUBLIC:  No questions or comments from the public at this time.
13. FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS:    Maintenance of equipment.  Ambulance.  
14. ADJOURNMENT:  No further business.  Motion for adjournment of regular session meeting at 3:29 PM made by Member Addante.  Member Booth seconds motion.  Motion unanimously carried.
